At an important timing in the construction of the tower, a sculptured grouping was
begun. This grouping consists of three proportions.

Rising from the ground, guided by knowledge and Right Action, trained
hands shaped the raw material. This lower proportion has a basal cavity held as a
heart space.

Rising from the cave or sanctum artistically speaking, is a heart gesture,
an up lifting motion leading to a reflective space which offers warmth of feeling.
The uplifted seeking eye meets this reflective space where the Imagination is invited
to support Right Feeling.

Rising yet higher is an outcropping like that of a forehead, behind which
lies the result of Right Thinking.

Each line and facet of this art piece is intended to express significance. Our
Imagination stirs our Inspiration to gather the fruits of our labor when we reach
skyward to meet darkness and gravity.

Characteristics
-Height 33 feet.
-The tower supports the sculpture

-The background colour is bone pink, representing the bones and flesh that hold us
upright.



-The sculpture colour is ‘Royal Blue’; the chosen colour for the flow of the life spirit.

To the right of the base of the sculpture is the granite corner stone for the tower.
The brass plaque above the corner stone has the written words Lumbini Garden, a
place of peace, gardens and ponds. Where with each step a flower blooms.

An aside....

The Glacier Taxi Co. has given the Tower the nickname “Trump Tower”! From the
road ‘tis very perceptive!

The Dept. of Health certified the site as capable of supporting a Septic Field capable
of handling 9 rental units. [This would certify 18 residents, as stipulated in the
Rental Agreement].
